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Food allergy Introduction

/About this booklet

This is a quick reference guide that summarises the recommendations NICE has made to the NHS
in ‘Food allergy: diagnosis and assessment of food allergy in children and young people in primary
care and community settings’ (NICE clinical guideline 116).
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Introduction

Food allergy is an adverse immune response to a food. Food allergy is one of the most common
allergic disorders and is recognised as a major paediatric problem in western countries. Its
prevalence has increased dramatically in recent decades. There is great variation in current practice
for allergy care, and there are no agreed treatment pathways or referral criteria. Many people use

alternative sources of support instead of NHS services, including non-validated tests and treatments.
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Patient-centred care

Treatment and care should take into account the individual needs and preferences of children and
young people with possible food allergy, and those of their parents and carers. Good
communication is essential, supported by evidence-based information, to allow children and young
people and their parents and carers to reach informed decisions about their care. Follow advice on
seeking consent from the Department of Health or Welsh Assembly Government if needed.

Key to terms

Food allergy can be classified into IgE-mediated and non-IgE-mediated allergy.
IgE-mediated reactions are acute and often have a rapid onset.

Non-IlgE-mediated reactions are generally characterised by a delayed and non-acute onset.

Mixed reactions involve a mixture of both IgE and non-IgE responses.
